INTEROP-VLab is hosting the official repository 

of public deliverables in the Enterprise Interopera-

bility domain, produced by European research pro-

jects under the 5
th
, 6

th
 and 7

th
 Framework Pro-

gramme of the European Commission (DG INFSO 

unit D4). One major activity of I-VLab is the en-

hancement of the KMap and Platform to access the 

public deliverables of European EI projects and re-

lated publications. The goal is to provide knowl-

edge services and to prove the usefulness and ef-

fectiveness of the KMap. A test phase will be com-

pleted in May 2010. Another main activity is the 

launching of EU projects to obtain funding for 

common R&D work in I-Vlab. Recently, the 

UNITE proposal - UpgradiNg ICT Excellence by 

strengthening cooperation between research teams 

in an enlarged Europe - has been selected and is 

successfully started with I-VLab as a partner. 

Smaller regional projects usually with participation 

of one pole are underway. Further, the activities of 

the I-VLab Scientific Committee are slower than 

expected due to the difficulty to obtain funding. 

Similar difficulties impact the progress in the five 

Task Forces and the work efforts on education and 

standardisation. At present, several dissemination 

workshops and publications are prepared. It is pro-

posed to focus on “Thematic Groups” e.g. applica-

tion of interoperability in the domains e-Health, 

crisis management and transport, on topics where 

several poles have expert capabilities and a com-

mon interest of involvement. Details at the web-
